Considerations for youth sports to begin:
· Athletes wearing masks or face coverings is not a great idea.  It will likely move and they will fidget with them creating more contamination.  Not to mention the challenge of breathing with them on and making it hotter in the increased temperatures.

· Athletes with pre-existing co-morbidities should not participate at all; especially when sports like rugby are still going to allow tackling.  If they cannot compete while maintaining social distancing, these athletes should be protected and not allowed to participate.
· Athletes that live with a person that has a pre-existing co-morbidity also shouldn’t play.
· Heat illness treatment is challenging enough on the rugby field.  Adding masks and social distancing makes it rather impossible.

· PPE and disinfectants are hard to come by for non-hospital purchases.  How can we all stay safe without this?

· Is there a legal consideration in providing care on the field?  Is someone going to say that we didn't provide enough care out of concern for our safety as an AT?

· Can that injured athlete get access to appropriate and safe care off the field?  Doctors are only working a few days per week, if at all, and ERs are higher risk for getting the disease.  

· Also, sports where social distancing cannot be completely followed just shouldn't start anyways.  What's the point of the last few months of being non-contact if they are going to have contact in sports?  The spread is through person to person contact. Perhaps it’s just not the right time.  Professional sports with all of their resources haven’t been able to find a solution that seems safe.
· What happens when, after competition, one athlete tests positive?  They have all been exposed.
